The economic situation that we aim to investigate in this study can be divided into the following partly overlapping „markets“.

· Solutions market: Solutions are applications and tools for users of spatial data. From our perspective the producers/vendors of such solutions are in the centre of focus, not the end users of data. 
· GIS market: This especially includes GIS hardware, software and other tools that are being used by data and solution providers to create their own information products. 
· Market for geo-data: Private and public providers of geo-data sell their data products, i.e. processed, quality-secured data according to the requested specifications of customers. 
The term „GI market“ in this study, therefore relates to the entirety of all the above mentioned markets: The solutions market where geographic data is being used, special systems for the processing of data and the market for geographically related information products itself. 
GMES
Global Monitoring for Environment and Security (GMES) is a joint initiative of the European Commission and European Space Agency with the goal of achieving an autonomous and operational capability in the exploitation of geo-spatial information services. 
INSPIRE

The EU Directive INSPIRE has the purpose of establishing a European Spatial Data Infrastructure (ESDI). While GMES is about monitoring and collecting data on the environmental media, INSPIRE is about facilitating the access, sharing and use of this collected data for the purposes of community environmental policies and policies or activities which may have an impact on the environment. 
The overall aim is to ensure that the available spatial data of public authorities across all administrative levels within the EU are easily detectable, approachable and usable across institutions and countries. This requires the harmonisation of national and local approaches to the provision of spatial data and data services. In relation to meta data, web services, interoperability of data and services as well as entry requirements INSPIRE provides various specifications based as far as possible on international standards (e.g. OGC/ISO).

Data Harmonisation
Creating the possibility to combine data from heterogeneous sources into integrated, consistent and unambiguous information products, in a way that is of no concern to the (end-)user.
